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INTRODUCTION
The following Standards are intended to provide a basis for which all commercial, industrial, and multiple sites within the Berlin Township are to be designed.  These standards shall also, in general, apply to subdivision utility and road design requirements, except in instances where they conflict with the  Berlin Township Subdivision and Site Condominium Control Ordinance, in which case, these design requirements shall be superceded by the Subdivision and Site Condominium Control Ordinance.  The requirements herein reflect the requirements of the Building Department, Water and Sewer Department, and the Township Engineer, and conform to current engineering practices in the Metropolitan Detroit area.  These standards are by no means intended as a substitute for sound professional engineering judgment.  It is highly recommended that the applicant obtain a copy of the Berlin Township Codified Ordinance to supplement these standards.
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
